Year 5 children had the chance to see a theatre 
production in school by a company called 
‘Loudmouth’, who cover some really tough 
topics that are relevant to keeping children 
safe. 

The ‘Safe Team’ taught the children about safe 
and unsafe secrets and body contact as well as 
recognising the feelings that may occur when 
you feel unsafe.  

The programme explored difficult topics such 
as domestic abuse and child sexual abuse  
and exploitation in a safe and gentle  
way.
