Firstly, it is for me a vital part of children becoming 
responsible citizens that they learn about people’s 
beliefs and cultures.  It is not about ideologies and 
radicalisation; it is about education. 

Secondly, as I talked about in my video assembly this 
morning, respect for and tolerance of religions and 
beliefs are a fundamental British Value.  Ignorance 
and intolerance of these can lead to disharmony, and 
sometimes even violence and intimidation. 

Finally, we are really careful to vet any visitors that 
come into school.  We are not even allowed to let a 
plumber in to fix a leak unless they have had a police 
check.  We are not going to let anyone in who might 
speak inappropriately to our children or who might 
indoctrinate them.
